5. Adoption of Standing Rules

Ron indicated that KPWSC by-laws have been finalized and will be adhered to at this meeting.  

6. Approval of Previous Annual Meeting Minutes - Anita Stegemoller made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2018 annual meeting.  Sonny Salinas seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  
7. Reports of Directors and Officers

A. Treasurer’s Report (Financial Report and Budget) - Delia Del Fierro provided the following KPWSC financial reports:

Delia indicated that while the current balance is substantially lower than it was a year ago before the installation of the new meters and pump, it continues to build.  Rick Agee made a motion that the Treasurer's Report be accepted and approved and Darryl Stegemoller seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B. President's Report
Ron indicated we have had a very busy year.  The Board has updated our tariff, held a special meeting and election to approve the tariff, installed new meters, revised the by-laws, resolved a problem with the chlorine system, installed a new check valve, installed a new, more efficient and powerful pump, had our tank inspected, added 3 new customers, created numerous documents to get us in compliance with State laws, and worked on many smaller projects to upgrade our system.  Our new pump surfaced weaknesses in the system that have now been upgraded.
Ron provided an overview of the budget, indicating that $30,000 was included for potential pipe repairs.  If this money is not needed, it will go in reserve for future use.  The money cannot be used for anything else without Board approval.  

8. Operator Reports
Bob Bowie is planning to retire as our WSC Operator in May.  He will be submitting his resignation later.  Bob will be replaced by Skip, who has already been helping out.  Skip is a retired electrical engineer with experience in maintaining water systems.  Bob is willing to assist as a backup for at least another year.  He indicated since we changed the stinner pump, residuals have been at a 1.5 level, which is excellent.  Residual samples are taken every 3 days.  Bob indicated the box in the pump house needs to be replaced.  He will ask Skip to address this.  Bob indicated the pavers belonging to the POA still need to be removed from the pump house.
9. Discussion - Opened to Floor
· Rick Agee asked a question regarding the timing of meter readings versus the billing cycle.  It was explained that we bill one month in arrears.
There were no additional questions or comments.

Election Results - Resolution
Ron indicated two of the Director's terms have expired.  The current incumbents, Ron Stevenson and Sonny Salinas were the only two candidates who submitted applications.  The Board voted at the last meeting when they vetted applications to approve these two applicants as Directors by Resolution.
